• to promote the construction and use of buildings and other infrastructure 
that are environmentally responsible, sustainable, efficient, profitable and 
healthy places to live and work; 
• to foster a closer association between people in the building industry and 
other sectors who are involved in the construction, use and promotion of 
environmentally responsible buildings; 
• to be Australia's principal coalition of leaders from the building industry 
involved in promoting environmentally responsible buildings; 
• to encourage the dissemination and development of knowledge regarding 
environmentally responsible building practices in the building and related 
industries; 
• to campaign for the wider recognition of environmentally responsible 
buildings and lead market transformation of the building industry; 
• to publicise environmentally responsible building practices within the 
building industry and the wider community generally; 
• to act as a focal point for information on environmentally responsible 
building to consumers and the building industry;
